COMMENTS AND UPDATES
Progress Energy (PGN-$43.67)

Progress Energy (PGN-$43.67) announced the sale of its natural gas exploration and production
business, Winchester Energy, for $1.2 billion to Texas-based EXCO Resources Inc. The sale is part
of PGN’'s planned divestiture of $1.7 billion in assets designed to reduce debt by $1.3 billion.
Following the completion of these sales, PGN's regulated business operations will generate
approximately 95% of cash flow, reducing its operating risk profile from where it was 4 years ago
due to unregulated business ventures. After hearing this announcement, Standard & Poors changed
its rating outlook on PGN to positive from stable due to the company’s debt reduction efforts.
These shares are rated OUTPERFORM. (SFM)

Massey Energy (MEE-$25.67)

Massey Energy (MEE-$25.67) reported 2Q06 earnings of $0.04/share compared to $0.44/share
during 2Q05. Wall Street consensus had expected 2Q06 earnings of $0.45/share. MEE's 2006's
coal production forecast was lowered to 41 million-43 million tons from 44 million-47 million tons.
The shortfall in quarterly earnings comes from the company's operational cost structure. MEE's
Central Appalachia coal operations have seen significant cost pressure from labor, productivity,
environmental, and regulatory factors. Management had anticipated correcting its cost problems by
mid-year 2006, however, given recent events the company says improvement could occur by 4Q06
or 2007. To this end, MEE announced it would pursue a new mining strategy of cutting high cost
mine production and plans to idle 4 mines. Given the decline in MEE's share price we continue to
rate these shares OUTPERFORM based on a potential earnings rebound in 2007. Furthermore,
given the cost pressures affecting the entire coal industry, we expect mergers/consolidations within
the coal group as companies attempt to rationalize costs and increase market share. (SFM)
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Sirius Satellite Radio (SIR-$3.88)

Sirius Satellite Radio (SIRI-$3.88) reported 2Q06 earnings of ($0.17)/share versus ($0.13)/share during 2Q05.
Higher subscriber acquisition costs, produced by large customer growth, was responsible for the increased
operating loss. Revenues almost tripled to $150 million from $52.2 million, and subscribers grew 158% to 4.68
million on a quarter-to-quarter comparison. During 2Q06 SIRI added 600,460 new subscribers compared to
365,931 new subscribers added in 2Q05. SIRI experienced a 13% increase from its retail sales channels and a
167% rise from automotive OEM channels. During its earnings conference call SIRI raised full year 2006
subscriber guidance to 6.3 million from 6.2 million and affirmed the potential of positive free cash flow by 4Q06
and throughout 2007. SIRI is now adding more new subscribers per month than industry competitor XM Satellite
Radio (XMSR-$10.95) and this type of news should continue with NASCAR moving to SIRI in 2007. During the
past quarter SIRI added 600,460 new subscribers while XMSR's new additions totaled 398,000. Good news should
continue throughout 2006 & 2007 as SIRI continues to add new subscribers, lowers its customer acquisition costs
per subscriber, and generates positive free cash flow by 4Q06. Under this scenario, we see investor appetite for
SIRI increasing during the next 6-12 months. These shares are rated OUTPERFORM for aggressive/speculative
investors. Short term SIRI could trade to $5-$6/share and longer term our target is $8/share. (SFM)

Broadway Financial Corp (BYFC-$10.40)

Broadway Financial Corp. (BYFC-$10.40) reported improved earnings for 2Q06. The bank reported profit of
$344,000 for 2Q06 compared to $317,000 during 2Q05, representing an increase of 8.5%. On a per share basis
this equates to $0.19/share for both quarters. The improvement was due to increases in the net interest margin
and growth of non-interest income. When comparing the two quarters BYFC's net interest margin rose to 3.31%
from 3.14% as a result of an increase in the overall yield of BYFC's loan portfolio as new and renewing loans were
favorably repriced due to the higher interest rate environment. Non-interest income grew 32.8% to $340,000
from $256,000 as loan prepayment fees increased and from higher deposit related fees. An earnings turnaround
should continue as long as BYFC's interest income outpaces rising deposit costs faced by the banking industry.
Investor interest in BYFC's shares may increase during the next 12 months with the materialization of sequential
guarterly improvement in earnings. Trading at 1x book value, these shares are rated OUTPERFORM with a price
target of $15. (SFM)

CMS Energy (CMS-$13.98)

CMS Energy (CMS-$13.98) reported 2Q06 earnings of $0.31/share vs. $0.12 during 2Q05. The improvement in
2Q06 came from increased revenues resulting from a December electric rate order, and a positive IRS ruling,
which more than offset costs of refueling at CMS's Palisades nuclear plant and milder weather during the most
recent quarter. Recent highlights for CMS include selling the Palisades plant to Entergy (ETR-$78.79) for $380
million and selling its interest in the Midland Cogeneration Venture (MCV) for $60.5 million. These two items
should improve CMS's cash flow by lowering total capital expenditures and removing the operating loss generated
by the operation of MCV. During the conference call CMS management affirmed 2006 earnings guidance of
$1/share, expects cash flow (before capital expenditures) of $820 million, and expects to reduce debt during the
next 12 months. The ongoing earnings progression, combined with improving cash flow, could allow CMS to
reinstate its common stock dividend during the next 12 months. A reinstatement of the dividend could raise
demand for CMS shares offering above average appreciation potential. These shares are rated OUTPERFORM and
our price target is $19. (SFM)

Suburban Propane Partners (SPH-$35.27)

Suburban Propane Partners (SPH-$35.27) reported 3Q06 earnings of ($0.33)/share vs. ($1.92)/share during 3Q05.
Traditionally, this time of year is the weakest quarter for SPH given most of its propane/fuel sales occur during the
fall/winter months. EBITDA, on a quarter-to-quarter comparison, improved to $7.1 million from a loss of $40.6
million. The improvement in quarterly results reflected the company’s decision to exit the fuel oil cap programs
after the 2005 winter. 3QO05 included a one-time charge of $36.2 million due to the retiring of debt. In an effort
to focus on its core operations, SPH is restructuring its HVAC service and plans to eliminate 200 positions in this
area. To this end, SPH recorded a $2.9 million restructuring charge during 3Q06 related to severance benefits.



An $800,000 charge was also taken this quarter to reduce the carrying value of inventory that will no longer be
marketed to customers. Propane and related activities revenues rose 2% to $194.7 million due to recent price
increases in fuel prices. SPH also announced recently it was increasing its quarterly distribution rate to
$0.6375/share from $0.6125/share. At current levels, SPH pays a dividend of 7.7% and is appropriate for
investors seeking high-yield and a hedge against rising fuel prices. SPH is rated OUTPERFORM. (SFM)

NiSource (NI1-$21.60)

NiSource (NI-$21.60) reported earnings of $0.14/share for 2Q06 versus $0.09/share during 2Q05. The
improvement in 2Q06 earnings was due to sales of shorter-term transportation and storage services, improved
electric business results, lower losses at the Whiting Clean Energy facility, and an $8.2 million decrease in interest
expense. These positives were partially offset by lower interest income and continued declines in residential
customers natural gas consumption due to high energy prices. During NI's earnings conference call management
warned it would not meet previous 2006 profit guidance of $1.45-$1.55/share because of lower anticipated
revenues and higher interest expense. The company declined to give future earnings guidance. While it appears
earnings growth will not materialize during the next 1-2 years, NI remains a takeover candidate given its shares
currently trade at 1.2x book value. The company is rich in energy assets (gas transmission, storage, & pipelines)
which could attract a suitor seeking to buy assets on the cheap. NI's high dividend yield of 4% will pay investors
for their patience. These shares are rated OUTPERFORM. (SFM)
